Suggested Prayer Possibilities

Pray in the intercessory prayer room prior to or after worship services,
bible study, and/or Sunday school

Walk the church property and pray for the church and community

Take a personal solitude day praying & journaling your walk with God

Pray daily for lost family, friends, co-workers, and neighbors

Incorporate family prayer time weekly

Pray with your spouse each day

Take a nature walk and praise God for who He is

Pray that the spirit of repentance would come over the church

Pray with and for your kid(s) in their room daily

Watch the Passion of Christ and/or The Gospel of John and pray a prayer
of thanksgiving that Jesus paid the price for sin on the cross

Pray that the spirit of evangelism would come over the church

Fast for at least one meal one day during the 40 days of prayer and pray
for the church staff, deacons, and servant leaders

Pray for our deacons, associate ministers, and S.M.B.S. teachers

Pray that the music and movie industries would produce a more Godly
product

Pray for widows, orphans, injustice all around the world (i.e. under age
children working in factories/missing children), & those in prison

Pray for our president, his advisors, the troops, and the fall elections

Pray for the minister who will preach during the revival services daily

Pray in the rooms where Sunday school and evangelism classes meet

Create a “prayer room/closet” in your home

Memorize Scriptures and claim prayer promises when you pray

Pray that every Christian discovers and uses their spiritual gift(s)

Pray for relief regarding the price of gas and food

As a family, read the book of the month together and pray

Drive to the parking lot of another church and pray for the pastor and
congregation

Pray for missions/missionaries and that salvation come to the lost

Weekly pray for the people found on the sick and shut list on the church

When you hear a fire/police siren immediately pray for the situation

Send a prayer card of encouragement to someone you're praying for

Listen to a worship CD then pray for those God brings to your mind
